25. Moving Up/Down A League.

A. At the end of each season, Division Champions will be forced to move up to the next level of play if one of the following conditions exist:

1) They win by ten (10) or more percentage points over the second place team, or

2) They have a winning percentage of 70% or more for the season.
Players for these teams will be classified at the next higher level of play.  (Teams that play in 2-team divisions are exempt from this rule.)

B. An alternative to moving up a level is to split the team, as long as there are no more than three (3) original team members on each new team. Players for these teams will be classified at the next higher level of play.  (Must comply with Rule 15C.)

C. Teams that finish first or second in their respective League Championships will also be forced to move up to the next level of play.  Splitting the team (see Rule 25.B. above) is an acceptable alternative.

D. At the end of each season, teams that finish having e a winning percentage of less than 35%, have the option of will be moved ing down to the next lower level of play. Players for these teams will still be classified at the next higher level of play.

E. At the end of each season, teams that have finished in last place in their respective division in two consecutive of the three previous seasons played are required to move to the next lower level of play. Players for these teams will be classified at the next lower level of play. Teams in two team divisions or that are already playing in the lowest level of play are exempt.

F. Teams that win a division (2-team divisions are exempt) or make the semi-finals at Championships at the same level of play in two consecutive  of the three previous seasons played are required to move to the next higher level of play. Players for these teams will be classified at the next higher level of play. Teams already playing at the highest level of play are exempt.

G. All other teams will be expected to play at the same level as the previous season.  Teams may voluntarily move a level at the beginning of any season unless they have been forced down as a result of Rule 25E.

25C would change from only league champion would move up instead of first and second.

25D would force any team finishing under 35% down a conference rather then giving them the option.

25 E and F would state that if you win or finish last in your divison in 2  straight seasons rather then 2 of 3 you are moved up or down respectively and change semi finals to finals.

25G Would eliminate the giving teams the option to move up without being forced up.

Part 1 

Change Rule 25E & F from 2 of 3 to 2 consecutive.

This should start to get a flow back into the lower divisions, but without teams in the lower division we will not have anyone for these teams forced down to play.

Part 2

Realignment

Here is what I am thinking for the realignment across the divisions.

Any team over a 50% win percentage stays in there classified league. 


Teams under 50% move down one division. (Only create D if there will be 3 or more divisions)


Attempt to limit the number of divisions per night per region.  (VAW 1A 2/3B and ?C.. )

Use the known ability factor to classify teams so if you have 7 teams sign up for B you can know what team you would need to move down to C if C is available that night 

There MUST be at least 3 teams in each Division per League (A B C)


If there are not at least 3 the ED will place another team in that division with input from the BOD.


Impart with this change rules will be changed so that only League champions move up and Division winners in consecutive seasons or League Runner up in consecutive seasons.  (The 2 out of 3 was a great idea but it will be harmful in the long run)


Teams will no longer have the option of staying up or moving down.  If a team finishes with under a 35% win percentage they will be FORCED down.  If a team finishes last in there divisions 2 consecutive seasons they are FORCED down.
